Enrollment Agreement Cancellation Policy:

The student can cancel the Enrollment Agreement without penalty by directly (in person, in writing, or by telephone) notifying the Program Director within 3 business days (exclusive of Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays) of the signing of the Enrollment Agreement.  If cancellation notification is received within 3 business days (exclusive of Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays), full refund of any monies paid will be made to the student or to a third party designated by the student within 14 days of receipt of the cancellation notification.  If a third party makes the payment(s), the monies will be refunded to that third party. 

Tuition Refund Policy:

If a student chooses to withdraw from the program within the first week of class, they will be eligible for a full refund of tuition fees paid less any deposit amount and the $25 application fee. Students choosing to withdraw within the first quarter of the enrollment period will be eligible for a 75% refund of fees paid less any deposit amount and the $25 application fee.  Students choosing to withdraw up to half way through the enrollment period will be eligible for a 50% refund of fees paid less any deposit amount and the $25 application fee.  Students choosing to withdraw more than half way through the enrollment period will not be eligible for a refund.
